EU STUDENTS

Eligibility Conditions
The eligible candidates for the places pertaining to the undergraduate studies programs of the University of Petroșani are:

a) Candidates from the EU, the European Economic Area and the Swiss Confederation who graduated from a high school or college accredited in their home country  and acknowledged by the Ministry of Education.

b) the candidates who apply for a studies program in Romanian shall provide a certificate of graduation from the preparatory year for the study of the Romanian language. The following categories of candidates are exempt from providing the aforementioned certificate: 

· Candidates who submit Romanian graduation documents (diplomas and certificates) or study records certifying at least 4 consecutive school years in Romanian, in an institution in the national education system;

· Candidates who submit a language competence certificate of level B1 or above, in compliance with the Common European Framework of Reference for Languages, issued by accredited higher education institutions in Romania that organize the preparatory year for the study of the Romanian language for foreign citizens,  by Romanian language, literature, culture and civilization lectorates abroad, the Romanian Language Institute or the Romanian Cultural Institute.

c) candidates who apply for the studies programs of the University of Petroșani organized in a foreign language (English) shall submit a language competence certificate issued by internationally acknowledged institutions or can take a test at the  “Eurolanguage”  Linguistic Center of the University of Petroșani. Candidates whose native language coincides with the teaching language of the studies program are NOT expected to submit a language competence certificate. 

d) candidates who submit their documents folder within the time limit established by the University of Petrosani;

For the citizens of the EU, the European Economic Area and the Swiss Confederation, the conditions for the admission to undergraduate/master/doctoral studies are the same as for the Romanian citizens.
Admission procedure for the citizens from the EU, the European Economic Area and the Swiss Confederation
Admission of the candidates from the EU, the EEA and the Swiss Confederation covers two stages: 
· Obtaining the previous studies recognition certificate from the Ministry of National Education (issued by the National Center for the Recognition and Validation of Diplomas).

· Participation to the admission exam organized by the University of Petroșani.

The documents folder for the obtaining of the previous studies recognition certificate can be submitted personally, by post (with acknowledgment of receipt), to the address str. Universității nr.20, Petroșani, județul Hunedoara, postal code 332006, or by email to the Registrar’s Office, international@upet.ro, contact person: Preda Ana.

Enrolment procedure for the EU candidates
 The document folders for the enrolment shall be submitted in two copies to the University of Petroșani, at the address: Str. Universității nr.20, postal code 332006, to the attention of the University Registrar Dr.ec. Preda Ana.
The folders shall be sent by post (with acknowledgment of receipt) or by e-mail, or can be handed in personally at the University between 12.04.2017 – 10.08.2017. Folders that do not contain all the required documents, or in which the enrolment form is not fully filled in shall not be processed.

 (Diplomas in the original from Italy, Greece, Spain, Portugal and Cyprus shall be certified by the Hague Convention Apostille)

· copy and legalized translation into Romanian, if the document is in other languages.

Authentication of studies documents subjected to recognition/validation
1. for the states that are part of the Convention regarding the Hague Apostille, study documents subjected to validation/recognition must be certified with the Hague Apostille by the competent authorities in the issuing country; study documents from Italy, Greece, Spain, Portugal and Cyprus shall be certified with the Hague Convention Apostille, the other EU member states being excepted; 

2. for the states that are NOT part of the Convention regarding the Hague Apostille, study papers shall be additionally legalized or accompanied by an Authenticity certificate issued by the competent authorities in the home country;
· Additional legalization is performed by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in the issuing country and the Romanian Embassy/Consular Office in the respective country or by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in the issuing country and its Embassy/ Consular Office in Romania and the Romanian Ministry of Foreign Affairs; for the countries where there are no Romanian diplomatic missions or that have no diplomatic missions in Romania, study documents shall be certified by the Ministry of Education and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in the issuing country;

· Exemption from additional legalization is permitted on a legal basis, on grounds of an international treaty in which Romania is part, or on grounds of reciprocity;
Document processing
The processing of documents and the issuing of the CNRED decision take place within maximum 30 days from the date of the submission of the complete folder. This deadline may be extended accordingly in case of additional checking or consultations with external experts.

4. Other documents

6. Medical certificate - in the original

The medical certificate (in an international language) shall attest that the candidate does not suffer from contagious diseases or any other conditions that  are incompatible with the future profession.
