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1. THE TITLE OF THE CHAPTER
(capital letters, bold, Times New Roman, 11 points, numbered with Arabic numbers)

The paragraphs should be justified, single-spaced, and written in Times New Roman, 11 point regular font. The paper must be written in English and formatted on A4 paper (210 × 297 mm) with the following page settings: top and bottom margins of 4.6 cm, left and right margins of 3.7 cm, and header/footer margins of 1.27 cm, with different layouts for odd and even pages, as well as a different first page. 

The <Tab> key should be set to 1.27 cm. The article should be between 8 and 14 pages in length, with an even number of pages (8, 10, 12, or 14), including figures, tables, references, and annexes. A blank line should be inserted both before the chapter title and between the title and the first line of the subsequent text.
1.1. Subchapter
(TNR, bold, 11 points, numbered with Arabic numbers)


The text begins in a new paragraph, separate from the subtitle, with an 11-point blank line between them.

Citations within the text should be formatted as follows:
· for one author: (McDonald, 2000) or (McDonald, 2000, p. 32) or (McDonald, 2000, pp. 32-33);
· for two authors: (Koch & McDonald, 2000) or (Koch & McDonald, 2000, p. 32) or (Koch & McDonald, 2000, pp. 32-33);
· for three or more authors: (Smith, et al., 2002) or (Smith, et al., 2002, p. 10) or (Smith, et al., 2002, pp. 10-12).


Figures and tables should be placed within the text in the order they are referenced, ideally on the same page. They must be numbered with Arabic numerals and include a title. High-contrast, black-and-white figures are preferred.
