MANAGEMENT AND OPERATION REGULATION OF THE PREPARATORY YEAR FOR THE STUDY OF THE ROMANIAN LANGUAGE FOR FOREIGN CITIZENS 
Chapter I

General provisions
Art. 1

The preparatory year for the study of the Romanian language for foreign students is organized within the Faculty of Sciences, Department of Social Sciences and Humanities. 

Art. 2

The preparatory year is organized and operates in compliance with: 
Education Law nr. 1/2011, with subsequent alterations and adjunctions;
Government Ordinance nr. 75/2005 regarding quality assurance in education, approved with alterations by Law  nr. 87/2006, with subsequent alterations and adjunctions;

Order nr. 3236 of February 10, 2017 approving the Methodology regarding the admission to studies and the education of foreign citizens exempt from tuition fee  and benefiting from scholarship, and of foreign citizens exempt from tuition fee  but not benefitting from a scholarship, in accredited state higher education institutions;
Order  nr. 3473 of March 17, 2017 approving the Methodology for the admission to studies and  the education of foreign citizens starting with school/academic year 2017-2018;
Order nr. 6156 of December 22, 2016 regarding the organization and operation of the preparatory year for the study of the Romanian language for foreign citizens;
Government Ordinance  nr. 22/2009 regarding the establishment of the minimum rates of tuition fees, paid in foreign currency, for self-funded citizens from non-EU countries, as well as from countries that are not part of the European Economic Area and the Swiss Confederation, with subsequent alterations and adjunctions;

Law nr. 1 of January 6, 2010 for the approval of Government Ordinance nr. 22/2009 regarding the establishment of the minimum rates of tuition fees, paid in foreign currency, for self-funded citizens  from EU member states, as well as from countries that are part of the EEA and the Swiss Confederation;
The Charter of the University of Petroşani;

Art. 3 

The preparatory year can be attended by:

Foreign citizens from non-EU countries who hold a letter of acceptance to studies issued by the Ministry of National Education and whose candidacy  folders  were accepted by the University of Petroșani. 
Foreign citizens from EU member states, the European Economic Area and the Swiss Confederation who hold a Certificate of studies validation issued by CNRED and whose candidacy folders were accepted by the University of Petroșani.

Art. 4 
The preparatory year is organized under the form of day courses. Education shall be self-funded in foreign currency for the non-EU citizens, and self-funded in Romania currency (Lei) for the EU, EEA and Swiss Confederation citizens, the tuition fee being approved by the Senate of the University of Petroșani. 

Art. 5 

(1) The preparatory year covers an academic year, namely two 14-week semesters. The preparatory year is allocated a number of 60 transferable credits (ECTS), equally divided between the two semesters. Participation to the second semester examinations is conditioned by the passing of the first semester examinations. A number of 10 credits are allocated to the final exam for the obtaining of the preparatory year certificate.   

(2) attendants of the preparatory year have the status of students throughout their participation to the program, from registration to graduation. 

Art. 6

The contents of the preparatory year is defined in the curriculum, validated by the Administration Board and approved by the Senate of UPET. The curriculum is designed in compliance with the Specific standards for the preparatory year for the study of the Romanian language for foreign citizens approved by ARACIS; 

Art. 7 

Upon obtaining the certificate of graduation, the graduates of the preparatory year gain access to undergraduate, master and doctoral studies, as well as to the post-graduate programs of continuous professional training and development, organized in Romanian. 

Chapter II

Mission, objectives, competences, outcome
Art. 8
The mission of this program is to provide foreign citizens with linguistic, social, and cultural competences meant to ensure their integration in the Romanian social, professional, and academic environment. 
Art. 9
Objectives 
Assimilation of the Romanian lexical and grammatical structures and their used in everyday conversation;
Acquisition  of competences regarding the comprehension and elaboration of texts specific to their field of study and to the academic environment. 
Art. 10

Competences 

a) Professional competences
Efficient oral and written communication in Romanian in compliance with the requirements of level B2 in the Common European Framework of Reference for Languages elaborated by the European Council ;
 The use of the Romanian phonetic, lexical, and grammatical system for understanding and producing oral and written messages (general language); 

The use of vocabulary and grammatical structures specific to specialized language in order to understand documentation in Romanian;  
Oral and written communication in academic context. 
b) Transversal competences
Opening towards intercultural communication;

Integration in the Romanian social and professional environment;

Capacity to perceive the Romanian cultural and civilization phenomena from the perspective of cultural diversity;  

Capacity to function efficiently in the context of globalization and cross-cultural economy. 



Art. 11

Outcome  
(1) The graduation examination for the preparatory year is organized at the University of Petroșani, in compliance with the regulation approved by the Ministry of National Education at the request of the Romanian Language Institute , following the consultaion of accredited higher education institutions, and in compliance with the methodology of the University of Petroșani, approved by the Senate.  
 (2) The University of Petroşani issues for the graduates of the preparatory year a graduation certificate corresponding to the levels B1 or B2 in the Common European Framework of Reference for Languages and a descriptive supplement in compliance with the norms in force. 
Chapter III

Eligibility and selection criteria for admission to the preparatory year 

Art. 12

(1) The non – EU citizens who wish to attend the preparatory year at the University of Petroșani shall send, between April 10 - August 10, via email ssu@upet.ro, or by post to the address: Universitatea din Petroşani Cabinetul Secretarului Şef Universitate, Str. Universităţii nr. 20, Cod poştal 332006, Petroşani, jud. Hunedoara, the following application documents for pre-enrolment: 

a) birth certificate - copy and legalized translation;

b) copy of the document certifying the permanent residence abroad;

c) copy of the passport;
d) application for the issuance of the letter of acceptance to studies, shown in annex 1, filled in and presented in two copies;
e) copy and legalized translation of the education documents, authenticated by the competent authorities in the issuing country;
f) grade transcripts pertaining to the respective education level - copies and legalized translations;

h) medical certificate (in an international language) certifying that the candidate does not suffer from contagious diseases or other conditions incompatible with the future profession;
(2) The Foreign Students Office at the University of Petroșani evaluates the application documents and transmits to MEN- DGRIAE the list of applicants and copies of the submitted application documents for the issuance of the Letter of Acceptance to Studies .

(3) MEN- DGRIAE issues a Letter of Acceptance.
(4) Admission to the University of Petroşani is based on the selection of application folders.

Art. 13

(1) Citizens from the EU, the EEA and the Swiss Confederation who wish to attend the preparatory year at the University of Petroșani shall send, between April 10 - August 10, via email ssu@upet.ro, or by post to the address: Universitatea din Petroşani Cabinetul Secretarului Şef Universitate, Str. Universităţii nr. 20, Cod poştal 332006, Petroşani, jud. Hunedoara, the following application documents for pre-enrolment: 

a) birth certificate - copy and legalized translation;

b) copy of the document certifying the permanent residence abroad;

c) copy of the passport;
d) application form as shown in annex 2;
e) copy and legalized translation of the education documents, authenticated by the competent authorities in the issuing country;
f) grade transcripts pertaining to the respective education level - copies and legalized translations;

h) medical certificate (in an international language) certifying that the candidate does not suffer from contagious diseases or other conditions incompatible with the future profession;
(2) The Foreign Students Office at the University of Petroșani evaluates the application documents and transmits to CNRED the list of applicants and copies of the submitted application documents for the issuance of Studies Recognition Certificate.

(3) CNRED issues the studies recognition Certificate.

(4) Admission to the University of Petroşani is based on the selection of application folders.

Chapter IV

Registration in the preparatory year
Art. 14 

(1) Registration at the University of Petroşani is completed after the full payment of the tuition fee, by the decision of the Rector, on grounds of the letters of acceptance issued by the Ministry of National Education and the Studies Recognition Certificates. 
(2) Upon registration, non-EU candidates shall submit the education and identity documents in the candidacy folder in the original (passport valid for at least six months from the date of issuance of the letter of acceptance to studies and bearing a visa for "studies" purposes), together with the letter of acceptance to studies, whereas the citizens from the EU, the EEA and the Swiss Confederation shall submit the Studies Recognition Certificate issued by CNRED. 

(3) The original education documents issued in countries that are part of the Hague Apostille Convention shall be validated by the competent authorities in the respective with the Hague Apostille.
(4) The original education documents issued in countries that are not part of the Hague Apostille Convention shall be additionally validated by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and the Romanian embassy/consular office in the respective countries.

(5) Upon issuance of the registration decision, candidates shall sign the studies contract (Annex 3)
(6) After registration, each student is allocated a unique registration number in the Academic register, valid throughout the preparatory year.
Chapter V

Knowledge assessment and passing exams
Art. 15 

The forms of knowledge assessment are: exam (written or oral), colloquy, periodic testing. These are included in the curriculum of the studies program. 

Art. 16
The knowledge assessment forms, together with the professional obligations (projects, practical tasks, essays), as well as the grading methods and the passing requirements are established in the syllabuses of each subject, which are presented to the students at the beginning of the preparatory year. 
Art. 17
The exams in specialized subjects (Romanian practical course), irrespective of the level, shall test the five competences established by CEFR, namely: reading comprehension, listening comprehension, Romanian vocabulary and grammatical structures, writing, and speaking. 

(1) Knowledge assessment is made by grades from 1 to 10. The minimum passing grade is 5.
(2) A percentage of 30% - 50%  of the final grade results from the assessment of the students knowledge and activities during seminars and laboratory classes throughout the semester. 

 (3) Completion of the seminar tasks and other professional obligations is mandatory for the students’ participation to the final exam. 
Art. 19 

Students benefit from re-examination sessions in order to take the exams they have missed or failed to pass in previous sessions. 

Art. 20 

The results of evaluations shall be communicated to students within maximum one weekday after the oral exams, respectively two weekdays after written exams.  Results are communicated via the University Management System.

Art. 21 

Graduation of the preparatory year involves the obtaining of the 60 credits pertaining to the compulsory and elective subjects in the curriculum. In case of failure, the students may apply for a supplementary year, with the Rector’s approval and after paying the taxes approved by the Senate of the University of Petroșani.
Students who fail the supplementary year, or the ones who do not accumulate 60 credits and are not granted a supplementary year shall be expelled. 
Chapter VI

Students’ rights and obligations
Art. 22
 Throughout their education period at UPET, students of the preparatory year have the following rights:

a) to benefit from the provisions of National Education Law nr. 1/2011, with subsequent alterations and adjunctions, the University Charter and the stipulations of the present regulation;

b) to use the auditoriums, seminar rooms, laboratories, reading rooms, the library, the sports facilities, and all the other facilities provided by the University of Petroşani;

c) to use the accommodation spaces, within the limits of availability, and upon payment of the fees approved by the Senate of the University of Petroşani;

d) to participate to students scientific manifestations, professional competitions, and sports events organized at/by UPET.

Art. 23 

The students have the following obligations:

to obey the provisions of National Education Law nr. 1/2011, with subsequent alterations and adjunctions, and the stipulations of the University Charter, the present regulation, and other regulations issued by decisional bodies of the university;

to prepare and participate actively to courses and seminars, as well as to the assessments established by the curriculum;

c) to pass the knowledge assessment tests within the sessions of exams;

d) to sign the education agreement and comply with its stipulations;

e) to complete, take and pass the project exams established in the syllabuses;

f) to check personal academic records after each assessment and at the end of each semester;

g) to communicate in writing any change of personal information or contact details (surname, residence, telephone number, email address, etc);

i) to display a civil and respectful behavior in relation with the faculty and the other students, both within and without the academic community;

j) to use responsibly the material facilities provided by the university;

k) to present identification documents, upon request, on the premises of the university (education spaces, accommodation, cafeteria, etc.);

l) to settle all financial obligation to the university in due time by using the payment method established by the Senate of the University of Petroşani;

m) to refrain from using fraudulent passing methods during exams or undeclared sources. 

Art. 24 

(1) Failure to comply with academic discipline and the stipulations of the present regulation may lead to expulsion at the proposal of the Faculty Board, by the Rector’s decision, with the possibility to re-register. 

(2) After expulsion, the individual in question loses the status of student and the University of Petroşani ceases to have obligations towards him/her.

Chapter VII

Interruptions ad resumptions of studies
Art. 25 

(1) Interruption of studies cannot exceed one year.

(2) Request for interruption of studies can be made during the academic year, but not after the beginning of the exam session of the semester for which the interruption is requested. 

(3) The application for interruption of studies is endorsed by the Dean of the faculty and approved by the Managing Board. 
(4) Upon interruption of studies, the tuition fee pertaining to the semester during which the interruption occurs is refunded, on request.
- the fee pertaining to the semester prior to the interruption shall not be refunded. 
(5) Tuition fee refund can be requested only during the current budget year.

(6) Upon expiration of the interruption period, the beneficiaries of this facility shall automatically resume studies, without having to submit an application.

(7) Students who have interrupted their studies or have been expelled must comply with the requirements of the curriculum in force at the date of resumption of studies and take differential exams if necessary. In case the interrupted studies program no longer exists upon returning, the university has no obligations towards the students confronted with this situation. 
Art. 26 

Re-registered students preserve their initial registration number. Re-registration entails payment of a fee established by the Senate of the university.  

(2) Re-registrations are endorsed by the Dean of the faculty and approved by the Managing Board.
Chapter VIII

Education facilities
Art. 27 

The Dean of the faculty can approve retaking of maximum three exams for raising passing grades during the re-examination session.  In case the grade obtained in the re-examination is lower than the initial one or the students is absent from the re-examination, the initial grade is maintained. Only students who have no failed exams may participate to re-examinations. The fees for grade raising re-examinations are included in a list of academic services rates. 

Re-registered students may not request the raising of the grades obtained in previous exams.  

(3) Re-examination for grade raising cannot be repeated. 
Chapter IX

Other dispositions
Art. 28 

The Senate of the University of Petroşani approves on an annual basis the type and amount of tuition fees and of other academic services rates.
Art. 29
 (2) Enrollment fees for the preparatory year for the study of the Romanian language are as it follows: 

a) For candidates from the EU member states, the European Economic Area and the Swiss Confederation the enrollment fee is 100 lei;  
b) For the candidates from non-EU countries and from outside the EEA and the Swiss Confederation the enrollment fee is 50 EUR.
(3) The registration fee for the preparatory year shall be paid by the candidates from the EU member states, EEA and the Swiss Confederation at the pay office of the University of Petroşani or in the account : RO81TREZ36820F330500XXXX, opened at TREZORERIA PETROŞANI, with the following specifications: UNIVERSITATEA DIN PETROŞANI, str. Universităţii, nr. 20, Petroşani, Fiscal identification code: 4374849. 

(4) Candidates from outside the EU shall pay the registration fee in the following Euro account of the University of Petroşani: RO34RNCB0165020175210038 opened at BCR Petroşani, str. Mihai Viteazul nr. 4, Petroşani,  code: SWIFT : RNCBROBU

Art. 30 

At the moment of the approval of the present regulation, the tuition fees for the preparatory year are the following: 

a) For candidates from the EU member states, the EEA and the Swiss Confederation, the tuition fee is 2,000 lei/year.

    b) For the candidates from non-EU countries, the following rates are applied:

Art. 31 

In case of withdrawal from studies after enrollment, the tuition fee pertaining to the respective semester shall be refunded upon request, as it follows:

- if the withdrawal takes place within the first three weeks from the beginning of the semester, the fee is refunded integrally;

- the fee pertaining to the previous semester shall not be refunded.

- if the withdrawal from studies takes place after the beginning of the exams session, the fee shall not be refunded.

Art. 32

The timeline and fees for re-enrollments and transfers, as well as the tuition fees are established by the Managing Board, approved by the Senate of the university and made public at the beginning of the academic year.  

Chapter X

Final provisions
Art. 33 

Enrollment in the preparatory year entails full acceptance of the present regulation on the part of the candidates . 

Art. 34 

Upon passing the exams pertaining to the subjects included in the curriculum and the final proficiency exam, graduates are awarded a Certificate of graduation from the preparatory year, level B1 or B2 in compliance with CEFR.

Art. 35
Throughout the preparatory year, students must know and observe the present regulation, as well as the Internal regulation of  UPET. 

The present regulation was approved in Senate session of April 26, 2017, by Decision  nr.42/26.04.2017.
